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The yearly study program at Frankfurt University of Applied Sciences (FUAS) in Germany was successfully
held, for the second year, from the 8th to the 18th of February 2020. Arranged by the professors at FUAS,
thel2 participants (9 social welfare, 1 healthcare informatics, 1 nutrition and1 pharmacy student) had
opportunities to visit welfare facilities such as a nursing care home, kindergarten that practices integrative
education for the disabled, NGO for single parents’ support and a hospital as well as lectures related to the
Barrier Free System. Participants praised the openness and tolerance of the staff members in the welfare
field dealing with the various issues that the city of Frankfurt, one of the most diverse cities in Germany.
Students spend many hours preparing for this trip by researching topics such as immigrants, poverty etc.
and added to their knowledge by asking many questions at the different locations they visited. In addition
to the academic experience, students enjoyed both the culture and the heartwarming care of the students
and organizers who worked hard to provide many fun experiences that included going to watch a football
match and a field trip to Heidelberg among others. Students returned to Japan feeling that this year
exchange has gone beyond fulfilling their expectations and looking forward to continuing this exchange into

the future. We hope a long-lasting relationship and furthering strengthening and ties.
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
