Often the only opportunity students have to experience study abroad is a short program. But in just a couple
of weeks, students can go from having no experience abroad to having memories can inspire them to travel
further, and understand more about themselves and how others think and feel. During the two weeks in
Sydney, Australia (8/30-9/17) students studied at the Centre for English Teaching with others from around
the globe. These small classes gave students plenty of opportunity to use English, give opinions, and discuss
issues with people from different backgrounds. Each pair of students also was placed with a homestay, where
they were able to interact with different kinds of families and learn more about day to day life. One key
feature of this program is to experience Sydney as natives do, and that included adventures to expand their
horizons such as the Urban Challenge (experiential learning in English- in particular learning a dance
routine and “Escape Room”). Tree Tops (ziplining)involved an English training session and pushing their
physical limits. . This year, students were also able to have a BBQ with a host family and try Laser Tag with
the university student exchange group (Wasabi). Students had unlimited transport through the city, so in
their free time, they planned their own unique adventures to many of Sydney’s enchanting destinations,
among them, the Blue mountains, Luna Park, Taronga Zoo,and the Rocks. We know that students acquired
the skills necessary to navigate a strange city, gained insight into social and educational structures, and

formed emotional bonds in just a few short weeks.
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
