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We visited Hochschule Fresenius University of applied science in Germany for 12 days from September
10 to 21, 2018. This year, eleven Japanese students of the third graders of the physical therapy
department visited two campuses in Frankfurt and Munich. The main theme of this training was “Pain”
centering on three cases of migraine, chronic low back pain, Knee pain, have experienced group
discussions with local students, facility tours, class participation and etc. And we have touched German
physiotherapy. German students who value the understanding of the basic body mechanism (physiology
and kinematics) for treatment pain, and Japanese students who seek the best treatment using various
means have been inspired by each other. Also, during our stay most of the students were able to spend
a homestay at German student’s house. Communication in the exception of native language was not so

easy, but they became friends day by day.

The relationship as short-term student interaction celebrates seventh year, and the contents of the
exchange and training has developed to further deepen mutual understanding. In next February, the
students who greeted us this time will visit our university. We are looking forward to seeing them again

and we would like to plan fulfilling training.
